Department of Veterinary Medical Sciences,
of the University of Bologna, represented by its Di-
rector, Prof. Giuliano Bettini, and the Vinnytsia Na-
tional Agrarian University (Ukraine), represented
by its rector Viktor Mazur, collectively referred to as
“the Parties”, agree to the following:

1. Article

This agreement is made by the Vinnytsia Na-
tional Agrarian University and Department of Veter-
inary Medical Sciences of the University of Bologna,
in order to promote cooperation in the field of re-
search and teaching and to encourage artistic and
cultural projects of mutual interest.

Department of Veterinary Medical Sciences
and Vinnytsia National Agrarian University, recog-
nizing the necessity of widening of scientific con-
tacts and partnership between institutes of higher
education, express an interest to cooperate for the
purpose of strengthening of relations in educational,
scientific, research and production activities of both
institutions, as well as to broaden the educational
experiences between the scientists, teachers, admin-
istration and students of both parties.

2. Article ‘
Co-operation between the two Parties may
include:

a) the conduct of research projects of mutual

d) the exchange of students of all cycles, in-
cluding doctoral.

3. Article

The Department of Veterinary Medical Sci-
ences, of the University of Bologna and the Vinny-
tsia National Agrarian University, agree that each
Party will provide their own faculty members and
researchers with travel and accommodation costs,
depending on the effective availability of funds.

The Parties acknowledge that, in the absence
of any specific agreement to the contrary, all expens-
es related to the insurance, and the salary of the fac-
ulty members and researchers will be the responsi-
bility of the visitor’s home institution.

4. Article
Visiting staff must have a health, accident
and third-party liability insurance coverage, which
must be valid throughout their period of stay in the
host country and host university.

5. Article

The two Parties mutually undertake to:

- facilitate the recognition of qualifications
issued by the partner university in order to promote
registration and enrolment procedures for students
from partner universities wishing to continue studies
at another university, avoiding the need to produce
superfluous administrative documents. This will in
any case be done in compliance with the statutory
requirements of both countries;

- take any other measures to facilitate student
registration/enrolment procedures and the recogni-
tion of prior university studies.

- facilitate the dissemination of information
and guidance on the opportunities for continuing
studies in the partner institutions and the availability
of scholarships and national and international fund-
ing available to students, assistant professors, profes-
sors, technical and administrative staff for mobility
between the two institutions for the development of
projects and joint initiatives.

Both Parties express a shared interest to facil-
itate scientifically-pedagogical and research activi-
ties in the following areas:

. Development and carrying out of joint
academic, scientific and research projects which are
in the mutual benefit and equal interest of both Par-
ties;

. Facilitation of the academic and re-
search exchanges with researchers, teachers and stu-
dents for the participation in educational grants, sci-
entific conferences, lectures, seminars, trainings and
investigations;
