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GENERAL PROVISIONS

Education and professional training are becoming an important part of the key
problems of ensuring growth rates in an open economic environment, and
professional leadership of workers is becoming an important strategic commodity of
the country.

According to the «Regulations on the Practice of Students of Higher
Educational Institutions of Ukraine», approved by the Order of the Ministry of
Education of Ukraine No. 93 dated 08.04.1993, practical training of students is a
mandatory and integral part of special education. Its purpose is to consolidate and
deepen the knowledge obtained in the process of theoretical training, to acquire the
skills and abilities necessary for their application in future production activities.

The sequence, purpose, tasks and procedure for conducting practice are
provided for by the Cross-cutting Practice Program for Training Specialists in a
Specific Field of Training.

The program of educational practice «On in-depth study of a professional
foreign language (Money and Credit)» is arranged taking into account documents in
accordance with the educational and qualification characteristics of the specialist.

The program of educational practice is the main educational and
methodological document for students and practice leaders. It plans and regulates
the activities of students and practice leaders during the educational process that
takes place within the educational institution.

The purpose of educational practice is to reveal to students the reality and
prospects for the development of the direction of training, as well as prepare them
for the subsequent mastering of the disciplines of the curriculum. Educational
practice is a "calling card" of the specialty.

The structure of educational practice depends on the content of practical

training and should provide a holistic preparation of the specialist for work.



I. PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES OF TEACHING PRACTICE

The purpose of the educational practice «In-depth study of a professional
foreign language (Money and Credit)» is to systematize, consolidate, and deepen
theoretical knowledge in the field of money and credit, as well as to develop
professional skills and competencies in a foreign language.

The objectives of the educational practice include conducting a
comprehensive training aimed at:

- Understanding the essence, functions, and role of money and credit;

- Examining the functioning mechanism of the monetary system in a market
economy;

- Studying the patterns of operation of the foreign exchange market, the
currency system, and the money market;

- Mastering the role, specifics, and practical application of central bank
monetary policy, as well as the activities of banks and non-banking financial and
credit institutions in providing monetary and credit services to businesses and the
population in Ukraine.

The content of the comprehensive training corresponds to the approved
qualification characteristics of a bachelor's degree and covers issues related to filling
out payment and cash documents, their analysis, identifying factors influencing
changes in indicators, and formulating conclusions based on the results of the
monetary and credit activities analysis of an enterprise.

The case method (the method of analyzing specific situations) allows bringing
the learning process closer to the real practical activities of specialists. It involves
examining production, managerial, and other situations, complex conflict cases,
problem situations, and incidents while studying the educational material.

The «In-depth study of a professional foreign language (Money and Credit)»
training program is developed considering the documents in accordance with the
educational and qualification characteristics of the specialist.

The training program serves as the primary educational and methodological

document for students and practice supervisors. It plans and regulates the activities



of students and supervisors during the educational process, which takes place within
the educational institution.

The purpose of the training practice is to introduce students to the reality and
prospects of their field of study, as well as to prepare them for further mastering of
the disciplines in the curriculum. The training practice serves as the "business card"
of the specialty.

The structure of the training practice depends on the content of practical
training and should ensure comprehensive preparation of the specialist for
professional work.

I1. ORGANIZATION AND MANAGEMENT OF TRAINING PRACTICE

The Department of Finance and Credit provides educational and
methodological guidance and implementation of the internship program.

Responsibility for the organization, conduct and control of the internship lies
with the Head of the Department of Finance and Credit or a person authorized by
him.

Experienced teachers of the department who took a direct part in the
educational process are involved in the management of students' internship.

Provided that the internship is a continuation of the study of academic disciplines, it



is conducted by teachers who teach the relevant academic disciplines.

The internship takes place in one of the classrooms of the higher educational
institution under the guidance of a teacher of the Department of Finance and Credit.

The functional responsibilities of the head of the internship include:

- general organization of the internship;

- control over the implementation of the internship;

- provision of consultations to students;

- assessment of the implementation of the internship;

- analysis of the results of the internship;

- development of measures to improve the organization of the internship.

During the internship, students are required to:

- follow the instructions of the internship supervisor;

- follow the rules of the internal regulations;

- fulfill the points of the internship plan;

- draw up a report on the internship.

At the end of the internship, a public defense of the internship report is held

before the commission.



III. CONTENT OF THE TRAINING PRACTICE

The training practice in the discipline «In-depth study of a professional
foreign language (Money and Credit)» is designed for second-year students and
takes place in the 4th semester with a total duration of 30 hours.

The working day for students during the training practice lasts 6 academic
hours.

The content, duration, and sequence of the practice are determined by the
academic curriculum and are assessed separately from the discipline using a 100-
point rating system (Table 1).

IV. SUMMARY OF TRAINING PRACTICE

After the end of the internship, students report on the implementation of the
program and individual tasks.

After completing the internship, the student is obliged to submit a printed
report, filed in a folder, to the department and publicly defend it on the last day of
the internship before a commission of two people, consisting of the internship
supervisor and a person authorized by the head of the Department of International
Economics.

Students defend their training practice in accordance with the regulations on
training practice. At the internship defense, a report is heard on the results of
individual tasks, and an interview is conducted on the main issues of the internship.
When evaluating the work, the student's attitude to the internship, the quality of the
report, and answers to questions are taken into account.

Based on the results of the defense, taking into account the report and answers
to questions from the commission members, the student is awarded the appropriate
number of points, which is recorded on the title page of the report and confirmed by
the signatures of all commission members.

The grade for the internship is entered in the transcript and examination report
and in the student's record book under the signatures of the commission members.

A student who has not completed the internship program without good reason
may be granted the right to undergo the internship again if the conditions specified
by the university are met. A student who has received a negative grade for the
internship the last time is expelled from the higher educational institution.

The results of the internship are discussed at a meeting of the department.

CONTENT AND REQUIREMENTS FOR THE REPORT
The internship report must contain information on the student's performance
of all sections of the internship program in the specialty. Sections and individual
questions of the report must be clearly defined, presented in a logical sequence and

specified. Tables, illustrative material, appendices must be meaningful and



formatted in accordance with the standards for writing in higher education.

The internship report is drawn up on a personal computer on one side of a
sheet of white A4 paper with one and a half line spacing using the fonts of the Word
text editor, size 14. If necessary, individual tables and figures can be provided on A3
sheets. The text of the report is printed, leaving the following margins: left - not less
than 30 mm, right - not less than 10 mm, top - not less than 20 mm, bottom - not less
than 20 mm. In accordance with the structure of the internship program, the text is

divided into sections, subsections and paragraphs.

ASSESSMENT CRITERIA

Each student defends their report before a commission appointed by the head
of the department. The defense of the report is completed by giving the student a
differentiated assessment, which is recorded in the gradebook.

If the student has fully completed the internship program; has completed all
the tasks provided for in the internship program in a timely and high-quality manner;
has mastered the relevant practical skills and abilities, has acquired the ability to use
them; has revealed a set of conscious knowledge regarding the activities of the
enterprise, institution or organization, has revealed creative abilities and the ability
to perform individual tasks, independently acquire knowledge, and find relevant
sources of information; has reasoned and logically formulated conclusions and made
generalizations in the internship report, has deeply and comprehensively disclosed
the content of the questions that were raised during the internship; but made some
inaccuracies in the defense of the internship report, the student can receive from 90
to 100 points, which corresponds to the "A" grade on the ECTS scale.

If the student: fully completed the internship program; completed all the tasks
provided for by the internship program in a timely and high-quality manner;
mastered the relevant practical skills and abilities, acquired the ability to use them;
revealed a set of conscious knowledge about the activities of the enterprise,
institution or organization; revealed creative abilities and the ability to perform

individual, independently acquire knowledge, find relevant sources of information;



logically formulated conclusions and made generalizations in the internship report,
deeply and comprehensively revealed the content of the questions that were raised
during the internship; but made some errors in the defense of the internship report,
the student can receive from 82 to 89 points, which corresponds to the "B" grade on
the ECTS scale.

If the student: fully completed the internship program; completed all the tasks
provided for by the internship program in a timely and high-quality manner;
mastered the relevant practical skills and abilities, acquired the ability to use them;
revealed a set of conscious knowledge regarding the activities of an enterprise,
institution 12 or organization; revealed creative abilities and the ability to perform
individual, independently acquire knowledge, find relevant sources of information;
logically formulated conclusions and made generalizations in the internship report,
comprehensively disclosed the content of the questions raised during the internship;
but did not show a creative approach to writing the internship report; made some
mistakes in the defense of the internship report; did not quite accurately cover his
activities as a financier-intern, the student can receive from 7S to 81 points, which
corresponds to a grade of "C" on the ECTS scale.

If the student: completed a significant part of the internship program;
completed all the tasks provided for by the internship program; mastered the relevant
practical skills and abilities, acquired the ability to use them; revealed a set of
conscious knowledge about the activities of the enterprise, institution or
organization; demonstrated the ability to perform individual tasks; logically
formulated conclusions and made generalizations in the internship report, disclosed
the content of the questions that were raised during the internship; but did not show
a creative approach to writing the internship report; made significant mistakes in the
defense of the internship report; did not completely accurately describe his activities
as a financier-intern, the student can receive from 69 to 74 points, which corresponds
to a grade of "D" on the ECTS scale.

If the student: completed a significant part of the internship program;

completed most of the tasks provided for by the internship program; to some extent



mastered the relevant practical skills and abilities, acquired the ability to use them;
revealed a set of conscious knowledge about the activities of an enterprise,
institution or organization; however, made a significant number of significant errors
when writing and defending a report on the completion of the internship; did not
understand the essence of individual tasks, the student can receive 60-68 points,
which corresponds to the "E" score on the ECTS scale.

If the student: fragmentarily completed the internship program; completed a
small part of the tasks provided for by the internship program; failed to master the
relevant practical skills and abilities, did not acquire the ability to use them; did not
reveal a set of conscious knowledge about the activities of 13 enterprises, institutions
or organizations; made a significant number of significant errors when writing and
defending a report on the completion of the internship, the student can receive from
35 to 59 points, which corresponds to the "FX" score on the ECTS scale.

If the student: fragmentarily completed the internship program; completed a
small part of the tasks provided for by the internship program; failed to master the
relevant practical skills and abilities, did not acquire the ability to use them; did not
reveal a set of conscious knowledge regarding the activities of an enterprise,
institution or organization; made a large number of significant errors when writing
and defending a report on the internship, did not complete individual tasks assigned
by the internship supervisors, the student can receive from 1 to 34 points, which

corresponds to an "F" grade on the ECTS scale.
